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Diane Jose Hendry, 55, a musician and educator who grew up in Columbia, passed away Tuesday, Sept. 22,
2009, at her home in Baltimore.

‘A memorial service for Diane will be held at 2 p.m. Saturday, Nov. 14, at Hinkson Woods Wildlife Area, which
had been the site of the Jose family farm.

Born on March 6, 1954, Diane was 2 years old when her parents, Marshall and Elaine Jose, and her brothers,
Phillip and Paul, moved to Columbia from Des Moines, lowa. The family lived on the outskirts of Columbia,
where Marshall owned and operated a dairy farm. Elaine taught school until her retirement.

Diane attended public school in Columbia and graduated from Hickman High School in 1972. She then attended the University
of Missouri and, as a member of Marching Mizzou, traveled with the band as it played in regular season football games and in
postseason bowl games. Diane was a member when the band traveled to London in 1971.

She graduated in 1977 with a bachelor’s degree in music education, and, after a year of work and study in St. Louis, she went
on to earn a master’s degree in music performance from the prestigious Bienen School of Music at Northwestern University.

Upon her return to St. Louis, Diane performed in theater orchestras, recorded radio commercials and began to teach in the
city’s school for developmentally challenged students. She also married in 1980. Diane and her hushand moved to Irvine,
1984, and it was in California that her two children were born. During the eight years she lived in Irvine, Diane taught
privately and performed widely.





[image: image2.png]When she, her husband and her children moved to Baltimore, Diane continued to play orchestral music and began to teach
music in public school. Despite a diagnosis of breast cancer in 1999 and the treatment for that disease, Diane missed only one
year of teaching in the next decade.

She continued to teach despite the recurrence of cancer in 2005, although the wear and tear on her body forced her to stop
performing. Modern medicine bought her four years, which allowed Diane to earn national board certification.

The inevitable failure of even the most advanced treatment in the summer of 2009 left her with no defense against a very
aggressive form of cancer. Diane Hendry passed away just as she had lived, gracefully and surrounded by those she loved and
who loved her.
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
